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. All sections and provisions of Title 50 Code of Federal Regulations, parts 13, 17.22 and
17.32, are conditions of this permit.

. Acceptance of the permit serves as evidence that the Permittee agrees to abide by all
stated conditions. The terms and conditions of the permit are inclusive. Any activity not
specifically permitted is prohibited. Please read through these conditions carefully as
violations of permit terms and conditions could result in your permit being suspended or
revoked. Violations of your permit terms and conditions that contribute to a violation of
the Endangered Species Act of 1973, as amended, could also subject the Permittee to
criminal or civil penalties.

. The authorization granted by this permit is subject to compliance with, and
implementation of, the Meier Group LLC HCP (HCP), which is herein incorporated by
reference, and all of the specific terms and conditions contained herein. The permit terms
and conditions are binding on the Permittee and any authorized officer, employee,
contractor, or agent conducting covered activities. This permit shall supersede and take
precedence over any inconsistent provisions in the HCP or other related documents.

. The Permittee and its authorized officers, employees, contractors, or agents are
authorized under the Endangered Species Act of 1973, as amended, to incidentally take
the threatened Olympia Mazama pocket gopher (7homomys mazama pugetensis) during
implementation of Covered Activities on Covered Lands as described in the HCP. This
authorization is contingent upon the Permittee’s compliance with the permit terms and
conditions specified herein.

AMOUNT OR EXTENT OF INCIDENTAL TAKE AUTHORIZATION: The following
amount or extent of incidental take of the Covered Species in the form of harm is
anticipated and described in the HCP as a result of implementing Covered Activities on
Covered Lands, and is authorized by this permit over the 5-year permit term:

1. Take of individuals of all life stages of the Olympia subspecies of Mazama pocket
gophers on the 6.4-acre 6400 Linderson Way SW project development site where this
subspecies may occur as the site is developed over the 5-year duration of the permit.

COVERED AREA: This permit only authorizes incidental take of the Covered Species
listed above within project development site located at the 6400 Linderson Way SW in
Thurston County, Washington, as described on page 9 of the HCP.

. COVERED ACTIVITIES: Covered activities include vegetation removal, including the
use of heavy equipment and trucks to clear and remove debris from the site; site
preparation activities such as excavation, grading, soil re-distribution, and soil storage on-
site; and construction activities including material delivery and staging, erecting forms
and laying concrete and paved porous parking lot surfaces; and constructing the
commercial building and associated structures as described on pages 11-15 of the HCP.
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L. MITIGATION MEASURES: The Permittee shall execute a Conservation Easement
ensuring that the Mitigation site will be managed for the benefit of the Covered
Species. The Conservation Easement shall extinguish development and subdivision
rights to reduce the threats of habitat loss and fragmentation, and shall be held by a
third-party Land Trust as described in the HCP (pp. 26-27) and in HCP Appendix A. A
Purchase and Sale Agreement shall be executed and the funds required to secure this
transaction shall be placed in an escrow account prior to this permit being effective. The
Conservation Easement shall be executed no later than December 31, 2016. Failure to
achieve these requirements shall constitute grounds for suspension or revocation of this
permit. Furthermore:

1. The Permittee shall insure that the terms of the Mitigation Site Development Rights
Purchase Agreement, Conservation Easement Purchase and Sale Agreement, and the
Deed of Conservation Easement are acceptable to the Service, and shall provide
executed copies of these documents to the Service.

M. DISPOSITION INSTRUCTIONS: Upon locating a dead, injured, or sick individual of
the Olympia Mazama pocket gopher, or any other endangered or threatened species, the
Permittee shall contact the Service’s Law Enforcement Office, Resident Agent in Charge,
Redmond, Washington (tel: 425-883-8122) for care and disposition instructions.

Extreme care should be taken in handling sick or injured individuals to ensure effective
and proper treatment. Care should also be taken in handling dead specimens to preserve
biological materials in the best possible state for analysis of cause of death. In
conjunction with the care of sick or injured endangered/threatened species, or
preservation of biological materials from a dead specimen, the Permittee and any officers,
employees, contractors, or agents shall insure that evidence intrinsic to the specimen is
not unnecessarily disturbed.

N. The terms and conditions of this permit are binding on, and for the benefit of, the
Permittee and any successors and/or assignees. If this permit requires an amendment
because of change of ownership, the Service will process it in accordance with
regulations (50 CFR 13.23). Any new Permittee must meet issuance criteria per
regulations at 50 CFR 13.25. During the processing of an amendment, the covered
Activities under the HCP may continue, provided the terms and conditions of this permit
are being followed.

O. If, during the term of this permit, project design and/or the extent of the habitat impacts
caused by the Covered Activities are altered such that there may be an increase in the
anticipated take of the Olympia Mazama pocket gopher, the Permittee shall contact the
Service’s Washington Fish and Wildlife Office (tel: 360-753-9440) and obtain an
amendment to this permit before commencing any construction or other activities that
might result in take of listed species beyond that authorized by this permit. If the amount
or extent of take authorized under this permit is exceeded, all activities causing such take
must immediately cease and any take above that authorized shall be reported to the
Service’s Washington Fish and Wildlife Office within 48 hours.
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P. If actions associated with implementation of the HCP are shown to result in incidental
take of listed species not covered by this permit, those activities must immediately cease
and any take that has occurred shall be reported to the Service’s Washington Fish and
Wildlife Office (tel: 360-753-9440) within 48 hours.

Q. CHANGED CIRCUMSTANCES: The HCP (pages 29-30) provides measures for the
following changed circumstances:

Unplanned fire;

Flooding;

Changes to vegetation resulting from climate change;
Major earthquake;

New invasive species; and

Disease.

R. MONITORING REQUIREMENTS:

1. The Permittee shall monitor compliance with the HCP and provide an annual report
as described below.

2. The Permittee shall implement the monitoring program described on page 27 of the
HCP to determine whether progress is being made toward meeting the long-term
biological goals and objectives described on pages 25-26 of the HCP.

2. The report shall document the Permittee’s activities and permit compliance for the
previous year, thus documenting progress toward the goals and objectives of the HCP
and demonstrating compliance with the terms and conditions of this permit. The
Annual Report shall include:
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a. The development status of the project development site;

b. The anticipated development timeline for the project development site;

c. The date on which development and construction are completed for the
project development site;

d. On the first annual report date following completion of development, the site
shall be described as “completed” or “fully developed”;

e. If any parcel (project development site or conservation site) is conveyed to a
third party in fee, under easement, or through some other arrangement, the
structure of the relationship and responsibility for ongoing management under
the commitments in the HCP and requirements of the permit shall be defined;
and copies of conservation easements or management agreements defining the
roles and responsibilities shall fulfill this requirement; and,

f.  Results of compliance monitoring documenting adherence to permit terms and
conditions of this permit.

3. The report shall also document HCP management activities, including:

a. The specific actions and dates on which management actions were implemented
on the conservation site since the previous annual report;

b. Results of effectiveness monitoring describing progress toward achieving the
biological goals and objectives of the HCP (HCP pages 25-26) including:
monitoring the measurable performance standards described in the Conservation
Site Management Plan in HCP Appendix A; and descriptions of status and trends
of the Covered Species and their habitat on the conservation site.

4. Information provided in the annual report shall be used to determine what, if any,
adaptive management strategies should be implemented to most effectively
implement the conservation program outlined in the HCP and to insure that
management changes in response to new appropriate data are implemented in a timely
fashion.

T. The Permittee shall refer to permit number TE92732B-0 in all correspondence and reports
concerning permit activities. Any questions about this permit shall be directed to the
Field Supervisor, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, Washington Fish and Wildlife Office.

U. A copy of this permit shall be on the premises of the Permittee, or in the possession of the

Permittee, and their authorized officers, employees, contractors, or agents while
conducting activities that may result in incidental take of the Covered Species.
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
