Dear Mr. Gard,

Thank you so much for your assistance in providing a permit last year for collecting
insects for our insect biodiversity inventory in the North Mississippi refuges. I’d like to
request a new collecting permit for Dahomey NWR & Tallahatchee NWR for this year.
I’ve met with Becky and Alejandro and discussed ways for my students and I to assist in
inventorying some of the insect biodiversity of the refuge. Last year I focused on
collecting and inventorying butterflies and dragonflies of the refuge (as well as other
species) and have compiled checklists of some of the species collected. For the
checklists, I’ve prepared a list including collected species as well as potential occurrences
based on published species range information (similar to the bird list of Dahomey and
Tallahatchee NWRs). Enclosed please find the butterfly checklist. I will provide updates
to your office per our agreement.

My students and I also conducted a study of the goldenrod-gall fly communities in
Dahomey NWR. We found gall fly galls on goldenrod in many parts of the refuge and
dissected them finding a hundreds of gall flies and number of different insect predators.
We also found a much evidence of birds feeding on the gall insects during the winter.
Downy woodpeckers accounted for about half the gall fly mortality near woods edges.
Carolina chickadees also exploited this rich insect resource in the winter. We presented
preliminary results of this study at the Association of Southeastern Biologist meetings in
Florence, AL. Enclosed please find a copy of our poster presentation.

Thanks again, and please let me know if you should need any other information.
