Arrowwood NWR is managed primarily
to attract migrating waterfowl during
spring and fall migrations. The Refuge
also has excellent nesting habitat for
ducks, geese, grebes, shorebirds, and
numerous upland songbirds.

Canada geese usually arrive in mid-
March. Mallards and northern pintails
follow shortly thereafter, while flights
of snow geese usually reach their peak
in mid-April.

Western grebes can be observed on
lakes doing their mating dance in late
May and early June. Extensive beds of
sago pondweed in the lakes attract
large numbers of swans and diving
ducks, especially canvasbacks, during
the fall migration. Visitors can also
enjoy migrating shorebirds as well as
resident species of wildlife, such as
sharp-tailed grouse, in a natural setting.
