It is
threatenedby habitatalteration;
residential,commercial,or industrial
development;livestock-grazing;
conversionof its limited habitat to
pasture;andhabitatencroachmentby
woodyvegetationandherbaceous
perennials.This proposal,if madefinal,
would extendtheprotectionand
recoveryprovisionsof theAct to Spring
Creekbladderpod.

Background
Lesquerellaperforata(Spring Creek

bladderpod),describedby R. C. RollinsCommercialzones,Motor carriers.
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(Rollins 1952),occurswithin asmall
areain Wilson Countyin thevicinity of
Lebanon,Tennessee.This winter annual
is 2 to 4 decimeters(8to 16 inches) tall.
Its aunculateleavesareoblongto ovate
in shape.The flowers have petalsthat
are7 to 10 millimeters (0.3 to 0.4
inches) long andarewhite to lavender
in color. It hasa broadlyovoid-shaped
fruit thatis hairlesson theoutsideand
denselypubescenton the inside.An
internalpartition betweenthe twG
halvesof the fruit is “perforated”or
missing.

Losquereilapez-forotais awinter
annualthat germinatesin earlyfall,
over-wintersassmallrosettesof leaves,
and flowers thefollowing spring.
Floweringusually occursin Mamh and
April. Soonafter theflowers wither, the
fruit maturesandthe plantsdie. The
fruits split openand the enclosedseeds
fall to thegroundand lie dormantuntil
the fall, when thecyclestartsover
again.If conditions arenot suitable for
germination the fcsllowing fall, the seeds
can remaindormant(hIlt viable)for
severalyears(Kral 1983,Rollins 1952,
Rollins 1955, Baskin andB.askin1990).

This speciesis typically found
growingon fioodplains.it requires
annualdisturbancein orderto complete
its life cycle.Historically, this
disturbancewasprobablyprovidedby
periodicflooding of thestreamsalong
which it occurs.This flooding is
thoughtto haveremovedtheperennial
grassesa~Iwoody plants that quickly
invade the floodplains without regular
naturalor artificial disturbance.
Cultivation of annualcrops,suchas
corn, providesanexcellentmeansof
artificially maintainingthe habitat,
providedthereis no fall plowing,and
herbicideuseis limited. No-till farming
techniquesare believedto adversely
aF’fect thespeciesbecauseof the
extensiveuseof herbicidesrequiredto
successfullyimplement thetechnique.
Row-crcpcultivation,whichavoidsthe
useof fall plowing anddelaysspring
plowinguntil the majontyof the plants
haveset fruit, doesnot seemto
adverselyaffect thespecies(Somersof
a!. 1993; Sheaeta!. 1993;Somers,
MassachusettsNaturalHeritageand
EndangeredSpeciesProgram, personal
communication,1992).

Losquerelia perforate is knownfrom
fourpopulationsconsistingof 13 extant
sitesin Wilson County. Tennessee.
Three additional sitesno longer support
thespecies.One of the extant
populationsoccursalongSpringCreek
andconsistsof five groupsof plants.
Another,consistingof four groups of
plants,is found along Lower Bartons
Creek. Two sitesarelocatedfarther
upstreamandaredesignatedthe Middle

BartonsCreekpopulation.Thefourth
populationconsistsof two sitesandis
locatedalongatributaryofBartons
Creek.All of theknownsitesfor the
speciesare found within a few milesof
eachother; with only oneexception,
sitesarewithin the floodplainsof
SpringaridBaitonsCreeksor within the
floodplain of aBartonsCri~ektributary.
The only nonfloodplainlocationis
within aglade-likeareaslightly above
the floodplain of SpringCreek(Somers
et cii. 1993). All of the knownsites
supportingL. perforateareprivately
owned,andnoneare protectedthrough
cooperative managementagreements
with the State or the Service.

The following sitespecific
informationis from Somersetal. (1993k.

SpringCreekPopulation:Site I is the
largestknownsite for the speciesandis
alsotheL. perforata type locality. In
1992 the site supported over 100,000
individuals. Althoughthis is a
significantpopulation,plantswere
muchdenser,mid theareasupporting
themwas larger,in 1980.Site 2 is a field
that supported about 500plants in 1992.
Site 3 supported25,000to 50,000plants
in 1992. Site 4 is a small area,about 90
feet long and43 feetwide, supporting
between1,000 and5,000 in 1992. Site
5 is the only non-floodplain site for the
speciesand wasdiscoveredduring the
1932 field work to update thestatusof
L. perforrita. The areais a triangular-
shapedgladethat is about 150feet long
andabout 100 feetwide at its widest
point.The site wasestimatedto support
between500and 1,000 plantsin 1992.

Lower FsartonsCreekPopulation:Site
6 is a small sitethat supportedabout
1,000plants in 1992. Site 7 is a small
sitethat supportedtwo small clumps
(30feet by 5 feet)of thespeciesin 1992.
Site 8 is a smallsita that supportedonly
a few plants in 1992.Site 0 is a
medium-sizedsitethat supportedabout
10,000plantsin 1992.

Middle BartonsCreek Population: Site
10 is a smalltractin an industrialized
areanearLebanonthat supportedabout
600 plants in 1992. Site 11 is nearSite
10 but supportsa largercolony of about
5,000plants.

BartonsCreekTributaryPopulation:
Site 12 is locatedalong 1,000feet of the
floodplain of an ephemeraltributaryof
Bartons Creek. In 1992it supported
about 450plants. Site 13 is a small area
located near Site 12; it contains only a
few individuals. In 1992 the areawas
overgrown with denseherbaceous
growth.

Federalgovernmentactionson this
speciesbeganwith section12 of the
EndangeredSpeciesAct of 1973 (16
U.S.C. 1531et seq.),which directedthe
Secretaryof theSmithsonian Institution

to prepareareporton thoseplants
consideredto be endangered,
threatened,or extinct.This report,
designatedasHouseDocumentNo. t~4—
51, waspresentedto Congresson
January9. 1975. On July 1, 1975,the
Servicepublished a notice(40FR
27823)that formally acceptedthe
Smithsonianreportasa petition within
thecontextof section4(c)(2) (now
section 4(b)~3))of the Act. By accepting
this reportasapetition,theServicealso
acknowledgedits intention to review
thestatusof thoseplant taxanamed
within the report.Losquerellaperforata
wasincludedin theSmithsonianreport
andtheJuly 1, 1975, noticeof review.
On June16, 1976,the Service published
aproposedrule (41FR 24523)to
determineapproximately1,700vascu(ar
plant taxato be endangeredspecies
pursuantto Section4 of theAct; L
perforata wasincludedin this proposal.

The 1978 amendmentsto theAct
requiredthatall proposalsover 2 years
old bewithdrawn.OnDecember10,
1979(44FR 70796),theService
publishedanoticewithdrawing plants
proposedon June16, 1976. Losquerelia
perforat.awas includedasacategoryI
speciesin the revisednoticeof review
for nativeplantspublishedon December
15, 1980 (45 FR82480).CategoreI
speciesarethosefor which theService
hasinformationthatindicatesthat
proposingto list them asendangeredor
threatenedis appropriate. Thisspecies
wasmaintained in category1 when the
noticeof review for nativeplantswas
revisedin 1983 (48FR53640)andagain
in 1985(50FR 39526),1990 (55FR
6184),and 1993(58FR 51144),

The Servicefundedasurveyin 1992
to updatethestatusinformation on L
perforata.A final report wasreceivedin
February1993.Duringthe 1992 and
1993 field seasons,personnelwith the
TennesseeDepartmentof Environment
andConservationconducted extensive
inventoriesof all theknownand
potentialsitesfor this species.

All plantsIncludedin the
comprehensiveplant noticesare treated
as under petition. Section4(b)(3)(B) of
the Act, asamendedin 1982, requires
the Secretaryto makecertainfindings
on penthng petitions within 12 months
of their receipt. Section2(blll) of the
1982amendmentsfurther requires that
all petitions pending on October 13,
1982,be treated as having beennewly
submitted on that date.This was the
casefor L. perforatubecauseof the
acceptanceof the 1975 Smithsonian
report as apetition. Eachyear between
1983and1993 theServicefoundthat
the petitioned listing of this specieswas
warranted but precludedby other listing
actionsof a higher priority and that
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additionaldataon vulnerability and
threatswerestill beinggathered.
Publicationof this proposalconstitutes
thefinal 1-yearfinding.

Summaryof FactorsAffecting the
Species

Section4(a)(1)of theAct and
regulations(50 CFR Part424)
promulgatedto implementthelisting
provisionsof theAct setforth the
proceduresfor addingspeciesto the
FederalLists. A speciesmaybe
determinedto be anendangeredor
threatenedspeciesdueto oneor more
of the five factorsdescribedin section
4(a)(1). Thesefactorsandtheir
applicationto Lesquerellaperforata
Rollins (SpringCreekbladderpod)areas
follows:

A. Thepresentor threatened
destruction,modification, or
curtailmentofits habitator range

Most of theknown locationsfor this
speciesarethreatenedby the
encroachmentof morecompetitive
herbaceousvegetationand/orwoody
plants.Active managementis required
to ensurethat thespeciescontinuesto
survive atall sites.Direct destructionof
habitatfor commercial,residential,or
industrialdevelopmentis themost
significantthreatto thespeciesat this
time. Lesquerellaperforata is threatened
by the lossof habitatthrough
conversionof landto usesotherthan
cultivationof annualcrops.Historically,
itshabitatwasmaintainedby natural
events,suchas flooding.Annual crop
productionis apparentlytheprimary
mechanismby which essentialhabitatis
nowmaintained.Residential,business,
or industrial constructionremovesthe
species’preferredhabitatdirectly or
createsanenvironmentwhere
successionis allowed to proceedor
morecompetitiveplant speciesare
intentionallyestablishedor areallowed
to invadethearea.Conversionof sites
to pastureorother usesthatmaintaina
perennialcovercropareasignificant
threat.In orderfor this annualplant to
completeits life cycleeachyear,it is
essentialthat thesites not beplowed or
diskedaftertheseedshavegerminated
in thefall andthatspringplowing and
plantingbe delayeduntil theplants
havematuredin thespring.This
requirementis easilymet throughthe
productionof cropssuchascorn,
providedthat traditionalcultivation
methodsareused.Useof no-till
cultivation techniquesdoesnot appear
to maintainthespecies’habitat.This is
probablybecauseof the lackof physical
disturbanceof thesoil andthe
dependenceupon herbicidesthat

characterizethe technique(Sheaet al.
1993,Somerset aJ.1993).

B. Overutiizationfor commercial,
recreational,scientific,or educational
purposes

Thereis little or nocommercialtrade
in Lesquerellaperforataat this time.
Most populationsarevery smalland
cannotsupport thecollectionof plants
for scientific or other purposes.
Inappropriate collecting for scientific
purposesor as a novelty is a threat to
the species.

C. Diseaseor predation

Diseaseandpredationarenot known
to be factors affecting the continued
existenceof this speciesatthis time.

D. TheInadequacyofExisting
RegulatoryMechanisms

Lesquerellaperforata is listedas an
endangeredplant in Tennesseeunder
thatState’sRarePlantProtectionand
ConservationAct. This law regulatesthe
saleof endangeredplantsandj~rohibits
anyonefrom knowingly takingan
endangeredplant withoutthe
permissionof thelandowneror land
manager.

Shouldthis speciesbeaddedto the
Federallist of endangeredand
threatenedplants,additionalprotection
from takingwill be provided when the
taking is in violation of anyStatelaw,
including Statetrespasslaws. Protection
from inappropriatecommercialtrade
would alsobe provided.

E. OtherNatural or ManmadeFactors
AffectingitsContinuedExistence

Noneareknown at this time.
The~Servicehascarefully assessedthe

bestscientificandcommercial
informationavailableregardingthepast,
present,andfuture threatsfacedby this
speciesin determiningto proposethis
rule. Based on this evaluation,the
preferredactionis to list Lesquerella
perforataasan endangeredspecies.This
speciesis facedwith imminent threats
from lossof habitatto developmentand
other usesincompatiblewith the
species’survival, andby competing
vegetationthat is no longercontrolled
by naturalflood regimes.Thesethreats
arecompoundeddueto thespecies’
restrictedrangeandlimited numberof
populations.In accordancewith the
definitionsfor endangeredand
threatenedspeciesfoundin section3(6)
and (19) of theAct, endangeredis the
mostappropriateclassificationfor L.
perforata.

Critical Habitat

Section4(a)(3)of theAct, as
amended,requiresthat,to themaximum

extentprudentanddeterminable,the
Secretarydesignateanyhabitat of a
species,which is consideredto be
critical habitat, at the timethe species
is determinedto be endangeredor
threatened.Title 50, Part424 of the
Code of Federal Regulations,Section
424.12(1)statesthat designationof
critical habitatis not prudentwhenone
or both of the following situations exist:
(i) The speciesis threatenedby taking
or other humanactivity, and
identification of critical habitat canbe
expectedto increasethe degreeof such
threatto thespecies,or (ii) Such
designationof critical habitatwould not
bebeneficialto thespecies.Both
situationsapplyto L. pei-forata.

Publicationof critical habitatmaps
would increasepublic interestand
possiblyleadto additionalthreatsfor
thespeciesfrom collecting and
vandalism.This speciesoccursat a
limited numberof sites,andmostare
fairly accessible.Publicationof critical
habitatdescriptionsandmapswould
makeLesquerellaperforata more
vulnerableandwould increase
enforcementproblems.

Critical habitat al~owould not be
beneficial in termsof addingadditional
protection for this speciesunder Section
7 ofthe Act. Regulationspromulgated
for the implementation of Section7
providefor both a“jeopardy” standard
anda“destructionor adverse
modification” of critical habitat
standard. Becauseof the highly limited
distributionof this species,any Federal
actionthatwould destroyorhaveany
significantadverseaffecton its habitat
would likely resultin a jeopardy
biological opinionunderSection7.
Undertheseconditions,no additional
benefitswould accruefrom designation
of critical habitatthatwould not be
availablethroughlisting alone.

The ownersandmanagersof all the
knownpopulationsof this specieswill
be madeawareof the plants’ locations
andof theimportanceof protectingthe
speciesandits habitat.ShouldFederal
involvementoccur,habitatprotection
will be addressedthroughtheSection7
consultationprocess,utilizing the
jeopardystandard.Protectionof the
species’habitatwill alsobeaddressed
throughtherecoveryprocess.No
additionalbenefitswould resultfrom a
determinationof critical habitat.
Therefore,theServiceconcludesthat it
is not prudentto designatecritical
habitatfor Lesquerellaperforata.

Available ConservationMeasures

Conservationmeasuresprovidedto
specieslistedas endangeredor
threatenedundertheEndangered
SpeciesAct includerecognition,
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recoveryactions,requirements for
Federalprotection,andprohibitions
againstcertainpractices.Recognition
throughlisting encouragesandresults
in conservationactionsby Federal,
State,andprivateagencies,groups,and
individuals.The EndangeredSpecies
‘~ctprovidesfor possibleland
acquisitionandcooperationwith the
Statesandrequiresthatrecoveryactions
be carriedout for all listedspecies.Such
actionsareinitiatedby theService
following listing. The protection
requiredof Federalagenciesandthe
prohibitionsagainstcertainactivities
involving listed plantsarediscussed,in
part,below.

Section7(a)of theAct, as amended,
requiresFederalagenciesto evaluate
theiractionswith respectto anyspecies
that is proposedor listed as endangered
or threatenedandwith respectto its
critical habitat,if any is being
designated.Regulationsimplementing
this interagencycooperationprovision
of theAct arecodifiedat 50 CFR Part
402. Section7(aH4)requiresFederal
agenciesto confer informally with the
Serviceon anyactionthat is likely to
jeopardizethecontinuedexistenceof a
proposedspeciesor resultin the
destructionor adversemodificationof
proposedcritical habitat.If aspeciesis
subsequentlylisted, section7(a)(2)
requiresFederalagenciesto ensurethat
activitiestheyauthorize,fund, or carry
out are not likely to jeopardizethe
continuedexistenceof sucha speciesor
to destroyoradverselymodify its
critical habitat.If a Federalactionmay
affect a listedspeciesor its critical
habitat,theresponsibleFederalagency
mustenterinto formalconsultationwith
theService.

All of theknown Lesquerella
perforatapopulationsareon privately
ownedlandwherethereis no knownor
anticipatedFederalinvolvementat the
presenttime.

The Act andits implementing
regulationsfoundat 50 CFR 17.61,
17.62,and17.63 setforth a seriesof
genera’prohibitionsandexceptionsthat
applyto all endangeredplants.All trade
prohibitions of Section9(a)12)of the
Act, implementedby 50 CFR 17.61,
would apply. Theseprohibitions,in
part,makeit illegal for anyperson
subjectto the jurisdiction of theUnited
Statesto import or export, transportin
interstateorforeign commercein the
courseof acommercialactivity, sell or
offer for salethis speciesin interstateor
foreigncommerce,or to removeand
reduceto possessionthespeciesfrom
areasunderFederaljurisdiction. In
addition, for endangeredplants,the
1988 amendments(Pub.L. 100—478)to
theAct prohibit themaliciousdamage

or destructionon Federal lands and the
removal,cutting,diggingup, or
damagingordestroyingof endangered
plants in knowingviolation of any State
law or regulation,including State
criminal trespasslaw. Certain
exceptionsapply to agentsof the
ServiceandStateconservationagencies.

The Act and 50 CFR 17.62and 17.63
also provide for the issuanceof permits
to carryout otherwiseprohibited
activitiesinvolving threatenedspecies
undercertaincircumstances.It is
anticipatedthat few tradepermits
would everbesoughtor issuedbecause
thespeciesis not commonin cultivation
or in thewild. Requestsfor copiesof the
regulationson listed plants and
inquiriesregardingprohibitions and
permits shouldbe addressedto the U.S.
FishandWildlife Service,Attention:

Public CommentsSolicited

The Serviceintendsthatany final
action resulting from this proposal will
be as accurateand as effective as
possible.Therefore, commentsor
suggestionsfrom thepublic, other
concernedgovernmentalagencies,the
scientificcommunity,industry,or any
otherinterested partyconcerningthese
proposedrulesareherebysolicited.
Commentsparticularly aresought
concerning:

(1) Biological, commercialtrade,or
otherrelevantdataconcemingany
threat(or lackthereof)to Lesquerelia
perforata;

(2) Tthelocationof any additional
populationsof Lesquerellapei-forataand
the reasonswhy anyhabitatshould or
shouldnotbedeterminedto becritical
habitatas providedby Section4 of the
Act;
